・Participation fee: ¥1,000 
・Two rectangular face towels to be used when putting on a yukata 
・Shoes to be worn when dancing 
・You are advised to wear shoes that you are used to and won’t tire you out 
・even if you walk a lot. 
・Water or other beverages 
 
Note:  
・You can get help to put on your yukata from a volunteer dresser. Please reserve a time to  
・put on your yukata during a practice session so that the dressing room will not be crowded.  
・You are not allowed to eat in the Nagaoka Civic Center. You are advised to finish your 
・dinner on your own before you come to the center.
