Temporary Day-Care Programs on Weekdays

Preschool-aged children who are not enrolled in a
nursery school or a kindergarten can enter temporary day-
care on weekdays at several of the city’s designated nursery
schools and child-rearing facilities such as Chibikko Hiroba
and Teku Teku.

Day-care on Sundays and national holidays is also
provided at Chibikko Hiroba and Teku Teku. Children
enrolled in nursery school or other childcare facilities can
also use this program.

Nursery Schools on Sundays and Holidays

Some nursery schools open on Sundays and national
holidays for children who are enrolled in the city’s nursery
schools and whose guardians cannot look after their
children at home on Sundays or national holidays due to
employment.

These nursery schools include:
Kibogaoka Nursery School, Settaya Nursery School, Tobu
Nursery School, and Kodomo-Keyaki En, and Machi no
Hoikuen Pyua.
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Child-Care Program for Sick or Recuperating Children
This program takes care of sick or recuperating children
who are enrolled in nursery schools, Nintei Kodomoen
(Center for Early Childhood education and Care), or other
child-care facilities and cannot attend their facilities.

Day-Care for Sick Children

This program takes care of sick children who do not need
hospitalization and have been approved by their physicians
to enter this program.

Day-Care for Recuperating Children
This program is for recuperating children who have been
approved by their physicians.

School Enrollment

Compulsory education in Japan consists of enrollment in
elementary school for 6 years starting at 6 years old and
enrollment in junior high school for 3 years starting at 12
years old.

The school year starts in April and ends in March of the
following year.

While school enrollment for children of foreign nationals
is not compulsory in Japan, they are welcome to apply.

A guardian who wants his/her child to enroll in a
Japanese school can contact the School Affairs Division of
the Nagaoka City Office.

Health Checkups for Children Enrolling in Elementary
School

A health checkup for children to enroll in elementary
school in April of the following year is usually offered at each
elementary school in the city in October. Information
regarding the health checkup is mailed to guardians in late
August.

In principle, health checkups are offered at schools that
are listed on the information letter regarding the health
checkups. However, if a child is expected to move to another
school district, please contact the School Affairs Division of
the Nagaoka City Board of Education for confirmation.

As enrollment in high school is not
compulsory, junor high school students can decide whether or
not to go on to high school by themselves. If they wish to enter
highschool, they have to pass an entrance examination.
