Residential Taxes (Municipal and Prefectural Taxes)

Municipal and prefectural taxes are the taxes you must pay to the city and prefecture where you live as
of January 1*. You are required to pay residential taxes if your income from January to December of the
previous year exceeded the city’s designated amount for tax exemption.

Registered residents of Nagaoka City as of January 1, 2023, need to declare their income of the previous
year to the city. The following people are exempt:

e those who will file an income tax return to the Nagaoka Tax Office

e those whose income is exclusively based on wages and whose employers submit their payroll report to
the City of Nagaoka

e those whose income is entirely through public pensions such as the national pension, the welfare pension,
and the mutual aid pension

As March in the lunar calendar is
the season when peach blossoms bloom, this festival is
sometimes called the Peach Festival. This tradition is based
on an event introduced from China.

Food served for the Dolls’ Festival includes chirashi-
zushi (vinegared rice with many kinds of toppings), clams,
hishimochi (diamond-shaped pounded rice cakes),
hina-arare (bite-sized rice crackers), white sake, etc.

During the Dolls’ Festival, dolls and peach blossoms
are displayed on a tiered stand, a symbol of the wishes to
protect girls from bad things such as illnesses or injuries.

A set of hina dolls in kimono, traditional Japanese
outfits, with miniature household goods displayed on a
tiered stand represents a wedding scene.

A set of beautiful sina dolls will be on display at the
show window of Chikyii Hiroba in the Nagaoka Civic
Center on Ote Street from Friday, February 17" to Sunday,
March 5™, Come and enjoy the display!
