Vehicle owners must pay automobile taxes every year. There are two
types of automobile taxes depending on the types of automobiles they own.
These taxes are called the automobile tax (classification rate) and the

light vehicle tax (classification rate).

In May, vehicle owners will receive a tax payment notice. They are
required to pay the automoblle tax with the method, at the location, and by
the due date (Monday, June 2™) described in the notice.

You can pay your automobile tax at a bank, a convenience store, or a
designated municipal office.

People with disabilities who meet certain conditions can apply for a
reduction or an exemption of the tax.
