The scent of koji comes wafting along
from numerous sake, miso and soy
sauce breweries in town. Explore the
historic streetscape, including the
former Mikuni-Kaido, which used to be
called Road of Lords.

Adjacent Kote-e (trowel
pictures) Warehouse is also a must to see.
